Chairman Dave Davidson officially welcomed new ZBA/Pl. Bd/BAR clerk Veronica Evans to the meeting.

Chairman Dave Davidson stated that this doesn’t involve Bolts application per se but

the denial letter from Code Enforcement Officer Ken Metzler stated that a 15’ setback from the side property line for accessory structures and a 15’ front yard set back is required.   Did Kenny miss-speak?  Chairman Dave Davidson thought it was a 45’ front 

yard set back. Chairman Dave Davidson asked Attorney David Avigdor if they need this qualified  before deeming the application complete?  Attorney David Avigdor replied that no, they can go ahead.

The Bolt’s paid the $45.00 application fee to Town Clerk Carol Vaillancourt prior to the meeting as it was not paid at the time the application was handed in as is required.
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Chairman Dave Davidson stated that in their application Stephen & Geri Bolt indicated the critical reason for placing the new garage as indicated on the map is because of a buried tank. 
 Chairman Dave Davidson informed the Bolts that the ZBA will grant a minimum variance if the variance is granted.

Chairman Dave Davidson noted that the buried tank and septic is not indicated on the map provided by the Bolts.  Chairman Dave Davidson – we will have to guess the location of items.  Donald Poe pointed out that since the oil tank would have to be filled the location should be obvious when the ZBA members visit the site.
Location is probably on first application.  Judy Traeger and Lorraine Newton commented that they will all have to go to see location.  June Dixon commented that if that stuff wasn’t there they would be able to move the garage back.
Stephen Bolt also informed the ZBA that there is an underground power line back there.
Chairman Dave Davidson reminded everyone present that what they are trying to determine tonight is whether the application is complete.

Attorney David Avigdor reminded the ZBA that if it is declared complete, that starts the

timeline.  

Lorraine Newton asked Chairman Dave Davidson whether or not he felt it’s a problem that these items are not on here (the map)? Chairman Dave Davidson replied that they can either require it or not for either item.

Lorraine Newton OK with going to site as long as they can definitely determine where items are.  

Chairman Dave Davidson asked whether or not there are other questions.

Stephen Bolt has pictures of property to show ZBA.  Chairman Dave Davidson asked him to hold onto them until Public Hearing.

Geri Bolt had a question regarding the list given to her by Code Enforcement Officer 
Ken Metzler as it has names listed as property owners who are now deceased.

Attorney David Avigdor explained that when someone dies and owns real estate the executor of the will should notify the County and /or Assessor.  Attorney David Avigdor

said that the notices regarding the Public Hearing have to be sent to the people as they are listed.  Can put a note in or call and  tell people that the Town’s Attorney said they had to be sent as the property is listed on the tax roll.
Chairman Dave Davidson explained that anyone can come to the Public Hearing whether they are on list or not.

Attorney David Avigdor explained that State law says the Notice of Public Hearing

must be sent as certified mail.  Attorney David Avigdor  recommends sending them certified return receipt.  If anybody says they didn’t receive the letter there would be proof that the letter was sent.

Stephen Bolt asked who owns land to hard taking line.  Attorney David Avigdor and Chairman Dave Davidson both replied that the Hudson River – Black River Regulating
District does.

Chairman Dave Davidson asked whether there were any more questions.

Stephen Bolt said he would mark line and items.

Attorney David Avigdor asked Stephen and Geri Bolt if it is OK if pictures are taken for files.  The Bolts replied that they are OK with the pictures being taken.

New Business – None
