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A SPECIAL MEETING of the Town Board of the Town of Day, County of Saratoga, State of New York was held on August 26, 2014 at the Day Town Hall, 1650 North Shore Road, Hadley, NY 

The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Preston Allen at 6:30 pm with the following persons present:  Councilman Curt Schreiner, Councilwoman April Schmick,

Councilman Charlie Dreyer, Interim Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd.

Absent: Councilman Jeff Gray

Mr. David Meager, from Adirondack Trust Insurance Comp., was present to provide the yearly review of the Town of Day insurance plan.  Mr. Meager explained to those attending the meeting some of his background as both an insurance agent and his time as a Town Supervisor.  

Mr. Meager handed out to those present an overview of the Town of Day coverage for items such as buildings, equipment, general liability, etc.  Mr. Meager reviewed the overview page by page, clarifying some items and answering questions from the Town of Day Town Board members. Councilwoman April Schmick asked a question regarding replacement value for an item and how we would determine if the replacement value was correct.  Mr. Meager used as an example that there wouldn’t be replacement cost on the ’96 dump truck, it will have depreciated value.  
The Day Town Board also discussed with Mr. Meager giving Supervisor Preston Allen
permission to sign an authorization to go to NYMEAR.  Last year former Supervisor Mary Ann Johnson received permission from the Town Board to sign application to get quote from Reciprocal which writes policies for more than half the Towns in New York State including all but a few Towns in Saratoga County.  This resulted in the Town of Day obtaining a lower premium price from its Insurance carrier.
Mr. Meager reminded those present that the Town should get an insurance certificate from contractors doing work for the Town.  Mr. Meager stated that if the Board would like he will help with that.
Mr. Meager concluded his presentation for this year, reminding the Town Board that all contact information was included in the information packet handed out at the beginning of the meeting.
A discussion regarding wording of previously approved resolutions was begun after Mr. Meagers departure.  

 Supervisor Preston Allen pointed out that the term administrator could be used in place of Capital Financial Group in Resolution #2014-14: COBRA for former employee.  The
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term until further action from the Day Town Board can be added to the resolution.  The new resolution will be written to include all former employees who are eligible for COBRA not one just specific person.
Councilwoman April Schmick reminded those present that in the resolution regarding pay scale, the amount of time was going to be changed back to 5 years from 3 years as was discussed at a previous meeting.
Councilwoman April Schmick stated that as had been previously discussed the Board can strike old ones down and issue new resolutions. 

Councilwoman April Schmick’s wording for part of the new resolution regarding changes to the Pay Scale for new hires resolution is as follows:  Whereas the Town of Day Town Board and the Town of Day Highway Superintendent  feels it is in the best interest of the Town of Day to change the sliding pay scale for full-time highway employees from 3 years to 5 years.
Discussion by Board members also indicated that the title of the resolution should be changed to – Pay scale for new hires and promotions at the Town of Day Highway Department and that the body of the resolution should say 3 years (36 months) to 5 years (60 months).

Motion, made by Councilwoman April Schmick, seconded by Councilman Curt Schreiner, to adjourn this Special Meeting of the Day Town Board at 7:30 pm.
