COMMITTEE REPORTS – 

Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd reports that he and his crew have been filling in washouts.  The Highway crew has been helping Edinburg as they have been paving.  
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Edinburg gave the Town of Day three loads of milling (ground pavement) which can be used to repair washouts along the edges of the road.
Councilman Jeff Gray asked Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd if there was any report on flag holders from one of the Highway crew who had been asked to try to improve on the flag holders the Town is using now.  Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd reported that some flags had been put back up where there were still double brackets on the poles.  
Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd reports that the screens for sanders have been received and hopefully they will last many years.

Hudson River – Black River liaison David Cox submitted a report to the Town Board prior to tonight’s meeting.  Mr. Cox did mention at the meeting that the Hudson River – Black River Regulating District is looking to set up a way for permit holder to pay their permit fees with credit cards. Mr. Cox also reports that the HR-BR Regulating District is trying to secure financing for some repairs at the dam and that the permit fees may go up a small amount.
Councilwoman April Schmick reports that property owners in the Town of Day can now add their e-mail addresses to the Town of Day website to get notifications.  Notifications may include road closure, etc.  

Councilman Curt Schreiner is waiting for the emergency services reports for both fire and emergency squad calls to the Town of Day.

OLD BUSINESS – 

Supervisor Preston Allen reports that “Day in the Park” will take place on Saturday August 01st.   “Juke Box Jim” will provide entertainment from 5:30pm – 8:30pm with fireworks at dusk. Supervisor Preston Allen reports that the workplace violence training has been completed and the Department of Labor will not be back for inspection for three years.
