COMMITTEE REPORTS –

Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd reported that the engine in the Town Garage pick-up has been fixed and the truck inspected.  Highway Crew member Mark Gilbert fixed the truck, only needed minor parts to repair it.  Councilman Jeff Gray stated that 

he had said that Mark Gilbert would be a good asset for the Town when he was hired.

Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd stated that the Highway crew has been pushing back snow banks and checking culverts.  Councilman  Jeff Gray asked for a sag in the 
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road on Kathan Road to be filled with sand as is usually done this time of year as the sag is due to heaving.  Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd said his crew would take care of it.
Hudson River – Black River Regulating District liaison David Cox reported that there was no meeting in February but there is a meeting in Utica tomorrow.  One item on the agenda is that they will be working on the Hudson River – Black River Regulating District Budget which will cover the next three years.  Mr. Cox reports that he has also heard that there will be no big changes in the permit fees coming up.

The Town Committees have nothing to report other than the new door and frame have been installed to replace the old frame and door at the Town Hall.

OLD BUSINESS – 

Supervisor Preston Allen reminded those present about a discussion which took place 

at last month’s meeting regarding a quote he received from ProStar municipal energy program.  The rate quoted would be 7.289 cents per Kwh. with a two year contract.

Supervisor Preston Allen signed the contract with ProStar for two years at the 7.289 cents per Kwh rate which is almost a 20% savings over what the Town paid last year.
NEW BUSINESS – 

The yearly audit of books will start Thursday, March 19th at 7:00PM.

Supervisor Preston Allen reminded those present that the County has 

changed to single stream recycling.  He suggested we keep our recycling the same with items being separated as we get paid for the cardboard, newspapers, metal etc. We will have to separate the items we are paid for from the rest of the items if they are mixed together.

Supervisor Preston Allen asked for the Board members thoughts on “Day in the Park”.

We will be trying to schedule fireworks for Saturday, August 01st.   Councilman Jeff Gray thinks the Edinburg Volunteer Fire Department would be willing to set up to sell food that day.  They do everything including getting the supplies.  Supervisor Preston Allen is going to check on the pricing for the fireworks show.  

Supervisor Preston Allen suggested a change in the Recycling Center hours.  He would like to change it to Wednesday, Saturday and Sunday 8 – 4 each day and eliminate Tuesdays.  This would make the days and hours consistent throughout the year without seasonal changes.
