COMMITTEE REPORTS – 

Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd reports that he and his crew are getting Stone Road ready for blacktopping.  They are doing cutting and ditching and will only be doing Stone Road this year.  Councilman Jeff Gray asked about a tack coat.  Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd replied that there is not enough money in the budget to do a tack coat and the edges of the road. Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd did get a price of around $600.00 for a tack coat on Yates Hill when that is repaved.
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Hudson River – Black River Regulating District liaison David Cox submitted his report to the Board prior to the meeting.  Mr. Cox stated that things have been quiet on the legal front, decisions still need to be made on various issues.  There is a meeting tomorrow in Northville at 10:00AM.  Councilman Jeff Gray asked about work on the spillway at the Conklingville Dam.  Mr. Cox replied that there is no schedule for doing work.

Supervisor Preston Allen asked for reports from the Town Committees. 

 Councilman Jeff Gray did not have anything to report at the moment.  Councilman Jeff Gray asked Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd about the flag holders.  Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd said he spoke to Town of Day highway crew member Mark Gilbert about making holders which he said he could probably do with time and materials. Councilman Charlie Dreyer asked whether there was money in the budget for a new roof for the Town Hall and suggested money be put in for next year.  Councilman Charlie Dreyer also asked Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd if the Highway needed anything to which Highway Superintendent Ronnie Ladd replied that the building could use some work.
Councilwoman April Schmick has reached out to the Town of Day webmaster about putting a slide show of pictures the Historian has on the website and is waiting to hear back from him.

Councilman Curt Schreiner said it’s about time to receive reports from the Town’s two fire companies.  Councilman Curt Schreiner said he would reach out to them and hopefully have the reports for next month’s meeting.
