An application from Stephen Bolt was passed out to Zoning Board of Appeals members.

The application from Stephen Bolt was dropped of sometime during the day on March 16, 2015 with Code Enforcement Officer Ken Metzler.

The application from Stephen Bolt, who apologized for not getting the paperwork turned in sooner, is for a 24’x24’ garage to replace a small existing garage already on the property.  The problem is the location of the garage.  Mr. Bolt explained that he wouldn’t be able to get any equipment behind the house if the garage is built where it wouldn’t need a variance.  A 16’x16’ garage now in that location.   

Mr. Bolt was asked about moving entire garage back but he pointed out that a buried propane tank is the problem.  Attorney David Avigdor pointed out that the buried propane tank is a self-created hardship.

Mr. Bolt stated that it is a small property to fit everything on.  

Zoning Board of Appeals members agree to look over application at tonights meeting.

Application is not complete, needs a letter of denial from Code Enforcement Officer Ken Metzler, needs a current copy of deed to prove they own property and Chairman Dave Davidson stated that they need a copy of site map from surveyor with distances from various taking lines.   Rest of Zoning Board conquers the items are required.
Attorney David Avigdor pointed out the Board needs to know the distance from the garage to Daly Creek as there are APA regulations.  The property is next to Daly Creek and Cty. Rte. 10.

For a public hearing once the application is deemed complete, the adjacent property owners will need to be notified,  including the Hudson River – Black River Regulating District.  
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If the application is deemed complete at the April 20th meeting a Public Hearing will then be scheduled for the May 18th Zoning Board of Appeals meeting.

A fee of $45.00 will need to paid at the April 20th meeting as it was not paid at the time the application was dropped off. 

Chairman Dave Davidson told a success story about a previous matter before the Zoning Board of Appeals about how the property owner was very appreciative in the end for the suggestions from the Zoning Board of Appeals members.  The property
owner said that the Board was great, very grateful that they saved him money and the project looks better than what he wanted to do originally.  

Chairman Dave Davidson asked the Board members if they wanted to make a donation in memory of Sam Johnson, who was a Board of Assessment Review member and husband of Planning Board member Mary Ann Johnson, as a group or individually?

The Zoning Board of Appeals members decided to make individual donations in Sam’s memory.

Town Clerk Carol Vaillancourt reminded the Zoning Board of Appeals members of the two upcoming conferences.
